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Reflections from Linda: NOW WHAT?  

For years I have been puzzled by the excitement surrounding reality TV.  On the rare occasion I have watched with 

Elaine, I usually end up exclaiming, òYou need to go to therapy!ó or òGet over yourselfó to at least one of the participants.  

Occupational hazard or pure exasperation?  You be the judge.  However, one night a couple of weeks ago I stumbled upon 

a show that captured my attention.   DUAL SURVIVAL  features two men with very different experiences, training and 

philosophies related to life and survival who come together to face dangerous, often life -threatening situations in wilder-

ness areas throughout the world.  

They put themselves in situations that include surviving snakes and crocodiles of the Florida everglades, getting through 

a section of the Appalachian mountains in Kentucky, piranha - infested waters in South America as well as the desserts 

of more than one country.  Forget the TV cameras ð they seem in real danger when riding a burned out log canoe through 

groups of HUGH hippos!  Right about now you are probably thinking, òThis is very interesting but what has it got to do 

with Pilgrim?ó  Glad you asked.  Itõs the premise of DUAL SURVIVAL that I have been reflecting on in light of Pilgrim. 

In each situation, the men of DUAL SURVIVAL, Cody and Dave, assess their situation and surroundings before dividing 

up tasks that will best ensure their immediate survival.  They honestly admit when the strengths of the other is what is 

most helpful in the current situation as well as when they disagree and have difficulty accepting the advice of the other.  

They encourage and apologize as well as strategize.  They acknowledge in each episode that the work of the two doubles 

their chance of making it through the present danger.  

Some of us are relative ònewcomersó to the Pilgrim community.  Some of us can trace our roots back to the beginning of 

this part of the Church of God.  During my short tenure here, I have witnessed  people taking great risks to keep this 

congregation alive.  We have genuinely sought the voice of our òstill-speaking Godó and today we find ourselves, in my 

opinion, not in the wilderness but still at its edge.  

In the Hebrew scripture, Exodus 32 to be exact, we read that as Moses was with God receiving òthe stone tabletsó, the 

people of Israel began to complain to Aaron that Moses had been gone a long time and they did not know what had hap-

pened to this man that had led them out of Egypt into the present wilderness.  This passage tells the story of Aaron vali-

dating the peopleõs complaints and doubts by helping them to build a òmolten calfó before which they made sacrifices and 

feasted.  Meanwhile, back on the mountain, God informs Moses about the actions of the people and tells Moses to leave 

God alone òthat my wrath may burn against themó.  I donõt know about you, but that sounds like a pretty dangerous and 

life -threatening situation to me.  

However, if we read on, we find that Moses, who thought himself no great orator at the beginning of this wilderness jour-

ney, convinces God to change Godõs mind ð to the extent that we read that òGod repented of the evil ò that God had 

thought to do to Godõs people.  This story was part of Jesusõ history.  It is part of our story as we seek to be the followers 

of Jesus who call ourselves òthe churchó in this current time and place. 

At the edge of whatever wilderness in which we find ourselves, we are faced with choices.  What stands before us is un-

known.  What is behind us, despite the difficulties and challenges that propelled us to get up and move forward, are at 

least familiar.  We can begin to wonder if life wasnõt easier living with what was rather than dealing with what is and 

what is yet to be.  

By now, if you are still reading, you may be thinking, òWhatõs your point?ó  My point is this:  just because we are in a 

beautiful setting, employ a full -time pastor and a minister of Christian education, part -time secretary, custodian and di-

rector of music/organist and have received new members does not ensure that we will survive.  THE SURVIVAL OF 

THIS PART OF THE BODY OF CHRIST KNOWN AS PILGRIM CHURH UNITED CHURCH OF CHRIST DEPENDS 

UPON EACH MEMBER OF THIS FAITH COMMUNITY WORKING TOGETHER.  

In my opinion, genuine community includes not only getting to know each other socially and in committee work but also 

in reflecting on and learning about what we believe and donõt believe and how to live out of those beliefs.  Iõm not talking 

about all of us needing to have the same beliefs or be in the same place on our journey of faith.  I am saying that there is 

one common purpose that MUST shape our community:  that God is at the center of all we do.  We may not even under-

stand God the same way or believe in God in the same way.  But this I do believe:   a healthy, vital community of 

faith has at its center the desire to know God and make God known.  We are all needed in this work of moving 

from the edge of the wilderness and beyond survival to be the vital, sustainable community of faith that we envision.  

In the words of what we call òa childrenõs songó:  I AM THE CHURCH, YOU ARE THE CHURCH, WE ARE THE 

CHURCH TOGETHER.  May it be so.

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 Council Notes ð A Message From David  

I hope this letter finds everyone in the Pilgrim community doing well and enjoying summertime.  This is 

a great time of year to take trips, visit with friends, and enjoy a lazy afternoon trying to stay out of the 

Alabama heat.  Personally, Iõm amazed weõve already been through 6 months in 2011! 

Within the past month weõve really seen a lot happening at Pilgrim.  In the context of worship, I really 

enjoyed our Pentecost service and the work Janet did organizing the 20 voices (excellent choice of John 

as the 16 th  century beermeister), while Tim complimented the church story with truly beautiful and 

meaningful music as he always does.  At our service today we had the opportunity to baptize Rashawn, 

while Linda is getting ready to lead our youth on a trip to Atlanta (and we look forward to the stories 

afterward!).  The worship committee continues to do the little things (such as adding a bookcase to keep 

the sanctuary tidy, having a more prominent Sunday morning òwelcomeó table, providing communion 

items, changing the paraments, or making sure we have liturgists and ushers every week) that we can 

easily take for granted as a congregation on Sundays.  Also recently Janet has been putting fine detail 

on the duties for a liturgist, greeter, usher, and everything else to insure the worship experience runs 

smoothly.  Weõve had special meetings for discussion of these details, and I would encourage feedback as 

we continue to grow in our new space.  

Financially, from our 25 pledges of $78,730, we have received $36,684. We have also received loose 

offerings of $4,236. Other monies that we have received are - $5,300 towards the organ fund - $50 for 

Strengthen the Church Fund - $333 for One Great Hour of Sharing and $600 for tornado fund for Nancy 

and Brian.  We are always thankful for Ethel Owenõs commitment as our financial secretary. 

As Harry Nelson mentioned at church today (Iõm writing this article after our service on June 26th ), 

Pilgrim is very lucky to have John Williams as our facilities chair.  One tremendous positive has been 

the decision to terminate our relationship with our previous cleaning company, while hiring Katherine 

Miller as church custodian.  Katherineõs positive attitude and tremendous work ethic are evident 

throughout our building.  We also have volunteer(s) that have been helping with outdoor grounds 

keeping. Recently, weõve had a group of 3 volunteers that will being tending to the Serenity Garden on a 

regular basis. John continues to work on the sanctuary sound system improvements.  In addition there 

are many small things (such as adding coat/purse hooks in toilet stalls for example) that are too 

numerous to list, but we do have systems and several people working to keep our facility clean, 

maintained, and operating efficiently.  

I believe weõre also quite fortunate to have Nishita Baxi working with us as our church administrative 

assistant.  Nishita is a UAB student who has a mind numbing list of activities and accomplishments 

including being named Ms. UAB in the scholarship competition, which from my days in UAB student 

affairs tells me that she is very serious about making a tremendous impact both academically and with 

her community involvement.  

For the Building committee, as part of the renovation and furnishing project, the building committee, 

with help from others, designed furniture layouts and ordered furniture for the Lobby, Fellowship Hall, 

and Adult Room 2 as follows:  

Lobby: Two upholstered chairs and two upholstered benches.  

Fellowship Hall: Three round cafe tables.  

Adult Room 2: Four upholstered chairs, one upholstered settee, and three tables.  

The furniture should be in place by mid -July.   Companies have also been identified for the sanctuary 

chairs and the process is well underway to complete that part of our project as well.

    Traveling Mercies 

 Most people are born into a particular religious tradition.  

In my case it was protestant Christianity.  For a while, some-

times for our whole lives, that tradition speaks most clearly to 

us.  But, religion is not synonymous with faith.  Faith is some-

thing engrained very early in life, in the first two years, and 

based not on a religious teachings, but on the security of a 

babyôs environment.  When a baby learns that he is safe and that 

his needs will reliably be answered, a feeling of trust develops; 

trust in early life and faith in later life go hand in hand.  Oneôs 

ability to have faith in the universe, in God, is directly related to 

oneôs level of trust in the innate goodness of existence.   

 For most of us, faith changes over the lifetime from a concrete belief in the stories and deities of our 

birth tradition, to an individualized interpretation of that tradition, to a universal belief in the validity of all 

traditions.  There are permutations along the way, and some people donôt make the journey at all.  Some of us 

start out with a faith tradition, abandon it in young adulthood, and return to it in later life.  Many people today 

are opting for a belief system that is not couched in religious terms at all, that does not fit neatly into any par-

ticular tradition, or may be a combination of many. 

 The basic questions-regardless of tradition or lack thereof-are these: Do I believe in something greater 

than myself?  Do I trust that my life is unfolding as it should, and that I will be shown the next step in my own 

evolution?  Do I trust?  When one can answer óyesô to these questions, one can move óacross a swamp of 

doubt and fear,ô knowing that the next ólily padô will be there to hold you up.  God will be there to hold you 

up.
